LITTLE LAMBS NURSERY
We would like to welcome you to our nursery!  We are privileged to serve you and your family.  The following information will give you an overview of our policies.  If you have any further questions, please contact Phyllis Walters at 770-964-5383.

GENERAL RULES:
1.  Little Lambs Nursery serves children less than three years of age.

2.  All nursery children must be brought to the nursery by the parent or guardian.

3.  The “Sign-in” sheet should be completely filled in.  

4.  If a child is in need of a parent, a nursery steward will let you know.  The parent should respond by immediately going to the nursery to see what is needed.

5. Parents should come for their children immediately following a church function.

6.  We encourage all parents who are CCC members or regular attendees to become nursery stewards.  Nursery stewards help in the nursery one service each month.

7.  Any child’s misconduct will be handled by you, the parent.  This is for the safety of all those involved. 

8.  All children undergoing toilet training are required to wear a “pull-up”.  This will help both the child and the nursery steward.

MATERIAL FOR CARE:
1.  Diaper bags, bottles, pacifiers, clothing, and other personal items must be labeled with the name of the child.  Please include a change of clothing.

2.  Only plastic bottles and disposable diapers are used in the nursery.

3.  Children undergoing toilet training should bring a change of clothing in a diaper bag.  All children undergoing toilet training are required to wear a pull-up.

4.  Do not allow your child to bring a personal toy or other possession to the nursery unless it is a “Security” item.

FOOD:
1.  Infants are fed formula, milk, juice, or water as provided by parents and these must be in plastic bottles.  Time and circumstances do not allow for spoon feeding. 

Any serious allergies or problems should be reported to the Nursery Coordinator by the parent upon the child’s first visit.

2.  Older toddlers are served a snack of cookies/graham crackers and water.  Please feel free to send additional snacks for your child and a dripless sippy cup that is labeled with your child’s name.
ILLNESS AND MEDICATION:
1.  For the protection of your child and other children, parents are requested not to bring a child who appears ill.  The Committee on Control of Infectious Diseases of the American Academy of Pediatrics has recommended that a child should not be taken from the home when any of the following are present:

*Fever

*Vomiting or diarrhea within last 24 hours
*Any symptom of a childhood disease such as scarlet fever, German measles, mumps, chicken pox, or whooping cough

*Common cold - from onset through one week

*Nose discharging green or yellow mucus

*Sore throat

*Croup

*Any unexplained rash

*Any skin infection - boils, ringworm, impetigo

*Pink eye or other eye infection

2.  Children who appear ill during a church session will be isolated and the parents notified.

3. If your child does contract a childhood disease following a session in the nursery, please inform the Nursery Coordinator so that he/she may inform other parents to take preventative care.

Nursery stewards do not give any medication to children in the nursery.
