Her History
East Gate began, about two years ago, when a small group of Missionary Baptist believers desired a Church, in Eastern Colorado Springs, where they could worship the Lord in Spirit and Truth and to raise their children in sound Bible doctrines and principles. They requested, and were granted, authority from Cross Road MBC, who also ordained and endorsed the Missionary Pastor, Paul Breshears. From that simple beginning of 5 members and average attendance of about 10, the Lord has added until the membership totals 18 with average attendance in the upper 20’s. This is a dedicated group with a sound and hardworking Missionary Pastor. In the beginning, she met from house-to-house and later, for a time, in a classroom rented from a public school, which was only available on Sunday mornings. She is currently meeting in a leased storefront paying $1050.00 per month. This building is no longer large enough for attendance with a high of 29. To lease a larger space would increase the cost by about half, and would still leave them without a sense of permanency.

Her Sponsoring Church

Cross Road MBC is a small country church with a big heart and a dedication to truth. She was asked for sponsorship, not because of financial advantage, but because of her soundness and her big heart. The Lord has met the financial needs, of the work, through the sacrificial giving of Cross Road MBC, East Gate MBC and a few other churches and friends.

Her most pressing financial needs today

A Special Appeal to God’s People
They have a desire to purchase a permanent meeting place, if financing can be secured. They realize that this will increase expenses dramatically, in the beginning, and that payments on the loan could be twice what  is being paid on the current lease. However, they must move to a larger facility soon and a lease, on a larger building, would cost at least 50% more than the current lease. Purchasing a permanent meeting place would seem to be better stewardship of the Lord’s money. They have made an offer on a building, contingent on the Lord’s will, the securing of  financing, and being able to meet Regional and City Regulations. The offer made was $290,000.00 for a building and lot valued at about $360,000.00 and in a good, high profile location. In addition, this building would be sufficient for them to grow to 4 or 5 times their current attendance, with only minor modifications.

All mission work must be done on faith. Faith in the Lord and His people.

The work needs Special offerings to help in securing a building and to reduce the amount that must be borrowed, as well as, additional regular monthly support, until the Lord has grown the congregation to a size so that East Gate can financially handle her own needs.
