manism, evolution, and New Age error (even in cartoons and in many Disney movies)

Movies & television programs are filled with the things forbidden in Colossians 3:8. Calvary
Contender reported: “Foul language, including curses, offensive epithets, scatological lan-
guage, sexually suggestive or indecent language, & censored language increased by 94.8
percent during the Family Hour between 1998 and 2002 (and things have NOT gotten better
since then!)

Eleven years ago this coming June, we began broadcasting the Fundamental
Broadcasting Network’s programming into Oakland and surrounding commu-
nities on 88.7 fm.

God has blessed this endeavor in ways we never anticipated! Our cover-
age has been much greater than we had ever hoped for, reaching into and hear-
ing back from a number of communities in W'V, PA and of course throughout
Garrett county. The response from our listeners was (and continues to be)
overwhelmingly positive. In fact, our translator here at MLIBC is one of the top
financial supporters of the entire network.

This ministry is meeting an important spiritual need, not just in our church family,
but throughout the community that God has made our church responsible for.

The effectiveness and success of this outreach has not been without
opposition. A year ago it appeared that we may be losing the station, or at least
having it severely restricted. But God, in His power and mercy, has given us an
even greater open door of opportunity - the purchase of a Full Service License.

We have been talking much about this the past month or so, and God’s people
have responded wonderfully. Having said that, we are still about $1,000.00
short of where we need to be. I am anticipating hearing from the FCC at any
moment, and we will need the $5,000 to purchase this license.

This is more than just expanding our coverage, this license is vitally necessary to
keep what we have presently on the air.

So I ask you, what does our Radio outreach mean to you personally,
have you been blessed, challenged, encouraged or helped spiritually in
anyway. [ am sure you have along with literally hundreds or even thousands of
others in our area. Please pray for and support this great min-
