     Thank you for contacting Mt. Vernon Christian Home School.  It is our desire to provide you with a quality education at an affordable price.  The following are questions frequently asked about the educational services provided by MVCHS. FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS:

What type of curriculum is used?

     Mt. Vernon Christian Home School uses the A.C.E. School of Tomorrow & ABeka curriculum.  This material is ideal because it is individualized according to the student’s capabilities.  Once we receive a student’s transcripts we determine if a placement test is needed to start.  If a student is on grade level, a placement test will not be necessary. 

What grade levels are available?

     MVCHS serves all grades – pre-kindergarten through 12th.  Anyone, even an adult, can be a student, no matter the age.  Transcripts from the students’ former school are used to determine the appropriate grade level.

How long does it take?

     A student may work at his/her own pace to finish as quickly or as slowly as he/she chooses.  MVCHS provides 9 weeks of material to be completed in the student’s time frame.  Some students have completed 9 weeks of material in as little as 1 month, while others have taken longer than the 9 weeks.  It is all up to the individual.

How does MVCHS work?

     Once we receive your application, transcripts, and tuition payment, MVCHS will send you 9 weeks of material.  This includes workbooks, tests, score keys, and other important items.  When the work is completed, you fax or mail the grades (scores) to us and we record them.  All of the material is yours to keep, although we do ask that you return the score keys when you are finished so we can provide them to other students.  Depending upon method of payment, MVCHS will then send the next 9 weeks of work.  You may do this year round.  We provide all graduates – kindergarten, 8th grade, and 12th grade – with a beautiful diploma  recognizing their achievements.

What is the cost?

     MVCHS tuition is $200 per month.  It is the same price no matter how many courses are taken, or how much/little work is completed. If a student pre-pays for one full year of home school, a 10% discount will be given (180.00 savings!) 

Note: There are no refunds given on pre-paid accounts.  

When can I start?

     Simply return the student information form, transcript form, and tuition payment (made payable to MVCHS) to us.  Once we receive records from the releasing school, we will send you everything necessary to get started.
