Iron Teen Quiz Staff and Responsibilities

1. Quizmaster: read questions during the quiz rally.  Judge the correctness of each answer given. 

a. 2. Signal Box Keeper:

b. The signal box keeper watches the box and calls out the appropriate quizzer upon their signaling.

c. Assist in judging a challenge, if needed.

d. Time the responses: From the moment a quizzer is identified as “first,” they have ten seconds to begin their answer and 30 seconds within which they must complete their answer.

e. If no quizzer responds within 30 seconds after the question is read, the question is closed.

3. Score Keeper: 

a. Points

1) Each correct answer scores 20 team points.

2) A wrong answer is an error.  Error points are subtracted from team points.  Each time a team commits an error the score keeper will identify that on the score sheet and subtract points when instructed to do so by the score sheet.

3) Breaking rules causes a team foul.  Team fouls are subtracted from team points.  Each time a team commits a team foul the score keeper will identify that on the score sheet and subtract points when instructed to do so by the score sheet.

b. Team Score.

1) The team score is determined by subtracting all error and foul points from the total points earned by correct answers.

2) This total is used to determine the quiz team winner.

3) (If applicable) A running tally of monthly scores is to be kept until the annual quiz rally when the yearly overall winner will be announced. 

c. Individual Scores.

1) An award will be given to the top quizzers based on number of correct answers.

2) Team members may only answer seven questions correctly before they “max out” and must be replaced.  EXCEPTION: if their team has only two or less members, the quizzer may continue answering questions, but only seven personal points will be awarded per round toward the award of most questions answered.

3) (If applicable) A running monthly tally must be kept by the score keeper until the annual quiz rally when yearly overall winners will be announced.

d. Assist in judging a challenge, if needed.

f. 4. Judges: Judges assist in determining the correctness of answers given by quizzers during bonus questions.  A bonus question follows a wrong response from any team.  Every other team is given an opportunity to answer the same question (or another question as determined appropriate by the quizmaster). In order to accomplish this the following procedures apply. When a quizzer answers incorrectly, judges shall:

a. Determine the correct answer.

b. Move toward a standing quizzer (there should be one and only one from each team)

c. Have the quizzer whisper their answer into your ear

d. If they are correct, they shall remain standing

e. If they are incorrect, ask them to sit down

g. Quizzers left standing shall be awarded team and individual points
