Galatians 3

A son (or daughter) of God led by the Spirit…
Romans 8
14   For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, they are the sons of God.

Kept in safety wherever I go…
Psalm 91
11   For he shall give his angels charge over thee, to keep thee in all thy ways

Getting all my needs met by Jesus…
Philippians 4
19   But my God shall supply all your need according to his riches in glory by Christ Jesus.

Casting all my cares on Jesus…
1 Peter 5
7   Casting all your care upon him; for he careth for you.

Strong in the Lord and in the Power of His Might…
Ephesians 6
10   Finally, my brethren, be strong in the Lord, and in the power of his might.

Doing all things through Christ Who Strengthens Me…
Philippians 4
13   I can do all things through Christ which strengtheneth me.

An Heir of God and a joint heir with Jesus…
Romans 8
17   And if children, then heirs; heirs of God, and joint-heirs with Christ; if so be that we suffer with him, that we may be also glorified together.

Psalm 34
