Day Three — October 27" — Alone With God

(Matthew 6:6)

need of being along with God: to have a place of prayer and a
time when you meet God each day.

continue in personal prayer

Day Four — October 28" — The Model Prayer

(Matthew 6:9-13)

Day Five — October 29th — Certainty Of Answered

o | will obey the Lord as He leads me
