GLORY ON THE MOUNTAIN

MARK 9:1-8
1 And he said unto them, Verily I say unto you, That there be some of them that stand here, which shall not taste of death, till they have seen the kingdom of God come with power. 2 And after six days Jesus taketh with him Peter, and James, and John, and leadeth them up into an high mountain apart by themselves: and he was transfigured before them. 3 And his raiment became shining, exceeding white as snow; so as no fuller on earth can white them. 4 And there appeared unto them Elias with Moses: and they were talking with Jesus. 5 And Peter answered and said to Jesus, Master, it is good for us to be here: and let us make three tabernacles; one for thee, and one for Moses, and one for Elias. 6 For he wist not what to say; for they were sore afraid. 7 And there was a cloud that overshadowed them: and a voice came out of the cloud, saying, This is my beloved Son: hear him. 8 And suddenly, when they had looked round about, they saw no man any more, save Jesus only with themselves. Mark 9:1-8 (KJV)
Isn’t wonderful when heaven comes down and glory fills our soul?  This is certainly what happened on the day of transfiguration.  Christ was transfigured in the presence of his closest disciples.  
His disciples were there by special invitation.  We should remember when we are allowed a mountain top experience with Jesus it is a very special opportunity that we have received, when we think about it; tis a rare opportunity to get to be that close to Jesus.  Let us consider some of the glory that was experienced on the day of transfiguration.

First there was the glory of heavenly light.  In verse three there was this heavenly shine that overcame the raiment of Christ.  Its shine was “exceeding white as snow.”  There was no earthly cleanser that could add one ounce of brightness to his clothes.  I believe it was a blinding light that was gleaming from the raiment of our Lord.  
There was also a heavenly gathering on this mountain.  Appearing with Christ was Moses and Elias, Moses representing the Law and Elias in behalf of the prophets.  The Old Testament came in glorified form to join hands with the New Testament.  Christ was glorified as the total fulfillment of all the Scripture.  Here they talked with Jesus.  Another gospel says that they spoke of the death he would die.

We should never overlook the heavenly voice that was heard at this great gathering.  It was the voice of God.  He was covered in a cloud which is not unusual when you consider the cloud that had guided his people for forty years in the desert.  Each time it was viewed it was seen as glorious.  There was a glorious cloud seen by a prophet’s servant that was only the size of a man’s hand but it brought abundance of rain.  But none of the previous clouds could be more glorious than this one whose voice was the Lord.

The most glorious of all this mountain top experience had to be the message rendered from this glorious voice “This is my beloved Son: hear him.” What glory may be had on the mountain when we recognize Jesus for who he is the beloved Son of God and simply hear what he has to say?   Please listen today for he wants to speak to each of our hearts.
