REMISSION
16 This is the covenant that I will make with them after those days, saith the Lord, I will put my laws into their hearts, and in their minds will I write them; 17 And their sins and iniquities will I remember no more. 18 Now where remission of these is, there is no more offering for sin. Heb 10:16-18 (KJV)


For those of you who have experienced cancer, you know how beautiful the word “remission” is.  I received a text last Sunday morning from some friends in Mobile, Larry and Gloria Kent.  Gloria shared that about this time last year they received the news that Larry had Myeloma.  She said that the past year had held more valleys than hills but how wonderful it is now to be in remission.  Here in our church I have heard so many tell of the blessing of being in remission from various forms of cancer but I never knew how to appreciate it.  Well it is different now.  When I heard my doctor say “you are in complete remission” it had to be some of the most beautiful words I have heard.  

I do not think the word remission began in the medical field.  In fact, the word is used often in the New Testament.  It speaks about remission of sin.  The sad reality of remission and cancer is that the cancer can come back.  I rejoice that I am in remission but with every blood test I pray that my Myeloma markers stay in the safe range.  Quite differently, where the remission of my sins has taken place, those sins and iniquities are remembered no more.  There is no more offering for sin.  Christ’s death on the cross was all it took to forgive and remove my sin.  The sin that would condemn me to hell has been absolutely taken care of by the only one who could take care of it, Jesus Christ.

Since my sins are remitted I am rejoicing because my sins are gone.  There is relief in my life for I have been justified.  Romans 3:21-26.  My sins have been replaced by the righteousness of Christ. Romans 3:22.  Where sin once abode I now have the reality of salvation in my soul.  Luke 1:76-77.  My sin has been remitted and mercy has been revealed.  The sin is gone and grace is received.  Romans 3:21-26.


Remission, what a beautiful word when related to our diseases, how much more beautiful when related to our sin!
