Come and See Where Jesus Lives
37 And the two disciples heard him speak, and they followed Jesus. 38 Then Jesus turned, and saw them following, and saith unto them, What seek ye? They said unto him, Rabbi, (which is to say, being interpreted, Master,) where dwellest thou? 39 He saith unto them, Come and see. They came and saw where he dwelt, and abode with him that day: for it was about the tenth hour. John 1:37-39
In the first chapter of John, two of his disciples ask of Jesus where he dwelled.  His response was to come and see.  Where might Jesus lead them?  You might think he would take them to a house connected to a carpenter shop.  One could naturally surmise that he would at least take them to Nazareth and then there was the time when Jesus said that the Son of Man had nowhere to lay his head.  So where did Jesus live?  Where does he live now?
One of the disciples was Andrew and the other may well have been John the author of this gospel.  If that be the case these two never left the Savior.  They were privileged to actually go with Jesus to a place where he was allowed to stay, though it may have been temporary. The duo of disciples wanted to know about Jesus for they trusted the words of John the Baptist who described Jesus as the Lamb of God who taketh away the sins of the world.   With these men, it was not enough to spend only one day with Jesus.  There was a need inside their hearts that compelled them to learn more of him.  Notice they called him Rabbi.  Jesus was the one who could teach them what they needed to know.  I think it would be safe to say first, that he dwells in the word yet John himself says that a mere book or even volumes of books could not contain the whole of Christ.  Also true is that the word dwells in him.  In fact he is the word.  To begin to know him is to begin to know the word.  To begin to know the word is to begin to know the Christ of the word.  They continued to follow, still wanting to see where Jesus lives.  So what would they find?  Here is the answer in part.  First he dwells in the hearts of the humble.  He found a place to live when the woman with the issue of blood touched the hem of his garment.  You will find him in the spirit of the loving.  Jesus moved in when the Syrophenician woman persistently continued after the love of Jesus for her daughter.  The disciples saw where Jesus lived when the centurion said “speak the word” and he believed his servant would be healed.  You will find the abode of Christ anywhere you find two or three gathered in his name, so it could be Cornelius house or Lydia’s riverside camp meeting.  
So here is the question today?  Will you come and see where Jesus lives?  Is he living in your heart?  Is your heart humbled by the grace of God?  Could it be that your heart is longing to be filled with the love of Christ?  Will the worship service of Macedonia be the habitation of the Lamb of God that takes away the sin of the world?  Are you and the rest of the congregation truly gathered in the name of Jesus that is above every other name?
Focus on Christ and experience where he is living today.  Let’s worship!!!!
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
