WATCH THEREFORE:

MATTHEW 24:42a


The Lord is coming.  Just as sure as he come the first time is just how sure he is coming again.  Therefore we must watch.  What are we to watch or watch for?


We should watch our life.  The wise virgins not only watched their lamps but also monitored their oil that fueled their lamps.  The lamps represent our lives.  The oil symbolizes the grace that God provides for our lives.  When our prayer life declines and our Bible reading is neglected, our grace also comes up short not because God is mad at us but because much grace lays in our communication with God i.e. our prayer and Bible study.


We must be on the lookout for unforgiven sin in our lives.  In our study of Leviticus, God wants us to be holy as he is Holy.  Therefore he spells out the clean from the unclean or the righteous from unrighteous.  Today it is necessary that we recognize right from wrong.  Recognizing the wrong in our lives we seek God’s forgiveness so that we might be sanctified and holy.

Watch what we do with those precious things God has placed in our care.  Show faithfulness in raising our children and managing our home.  Be true to God in our stewardship of the resources he provides us with each week or month.  Our ability to love should be spent in loving God, family, and our fellow man.  Through these virtues the integrity of our Christianity is maintained and displayed.  


We should be watchful for Jesus return.  The dream of the church in Song of Solomon 3:1-3, was expressed as a longing for his coming while trying to sleep in bed.  Her longing was further expressed by roaming the city streets looking for him.  Finally she asked the watchman of the city “Saw ye him whom my soul loveth?”  Oh Lord, grant us the same intensity as we watch therefore for you!

He is coming.  The more we watch the more ready we will be.
