I would invite you to open your Bibles and study with me chapter two of the book of Ephesians and hear what God has to say to our hearts.
The Seven Togethers
Verses 1-3

Paul opens his letter to the church at Ephesus with a bleak picture of our spiritual condition before Christ saved us. This is the true condition of a lost soul. Many people today see themselves as a good person, with nothing wrong with their souls. Thanks be to the merciful God to show us the true condition of lost souls.   

Verses  4-5                                                                                                                     

The little conjunction "But" is so important. The God of mercy, knowing the condition of our souls, "dead in your trespasses of sin", loved us, and" while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us"(Rom.5:8). You and I deserved hell, "but" the God, who is rich in mercy hath quickened us (made alive) with Christ. 

Verse 6

Many thoughts I could write here about the previous verses, "but" I find a key word for this devotion in verse 6 and this key word is "together". Verse 5 says he quickened us together and verse 6 says he has raised us up together and made us to sit together in heavenly places in Christ Jesus. I'm glad we don't have to die to experience heaven, aren't you! I would like now to share a Bible study on the seven togethers with Christ. Verse six contains one of the 4 attitudes found in Ephesians, but that lesson will come at a later time. 
Crucified together -Rom.6:5,6 Gal.2:20
Buried together  - Rom.6:4 Col.2:12
Quickened together -Eph.2:5 Col.2:13

Raised together- Eph.2:6 Col.3:1

Seated together -Eph.2:6 Rev.4:4

Suffers together -Rom.8:17 1Peter4:13

Glorified together- Rom.8:18 2Tim.2:12

I have found with old clocks we have, it is impossible to get them to chime on the hour at the same time. But it is possible to have clocks in perfect harmony when all are calibrated and powered by the same source-Greenwich Mean time. Likewise unity in the church is possible, but only when all are calibrated and powered by one source- Christ Jesus. There are times when together we discover that we make up a single body, that we belong to each other and that God has called us to be together as a source of life to each other.
