FROM THIS TIME
Psalm 113:2 KJV [2] Blessed be the name of the Lord from this time forth and for evermore.
            Anything we attempt to do must have a time to start, a beginning time.  Many of the things we need to do may never get done because we do not determine a starting time.  I have been guilty of saying “I will do so and so if I ever get around to starting it.” The problem is I do not get around to beginning the project.  And it is for certain nothing gets finished without first having a beginning point.

His great providence has provided without countless blessings even before I was saved.  The unmeasurable price he paid on Calvary to redeem me from my sins would surely take more time than I have left here on earth to thank him and praise him for.  All the blessings I have received through fellowship in the family of God calls for unending praise.  OH MY! I MUST START NOW!  There is no time to waste!  Let us praise him and bless his name “from this time forth and for evermore.”
