This devotion was written May 22nd, 2014.


Kathie and I are in Little Rock.  It is Thursday May 22nd, 2014.  The sun is shining bright with only a few clouds in sight.  A light wind is blowing.  I had all my tests yesterday so today is a free day.  Kathie is checking out a few shopping areas and at the moment I am sitting at an outside table provided by the motel where I can think and write.  It is quiet except for the sound of some running water in a small stream behind the motel.


Not far from here is a small town by the name of Mayflower Arkansas.  Mayflower was practically destroyed by the tornadoes on April 27th.  They have been in the news both days that we have been here.  Today a new landfill has been opened for all the debris that is still being hauled away from Mayflower.  There are interviews with new people each day whose lives have been affected by the tornadoes.  

We should remember that though everything may seem fine in Holly Pond there has been destruction in Hanceville and Berlin.  It may be well in Snead but on Straight Mountain and in Sardis there is great loss.  It may be good in our life and our family but our neighbor may be suffering tragedy.  On our way to one of my test, Kathie and I walked through the infusion clinic waiting area.  I could not help but think that some of those people may have been down to their last options for treatment.  We may be living on the edge of disaster.  


It is so important to stay close to our loving Master.  How true it is that we do not know what tomorrow holds?  Yet is equally true that we do know who holds tomorrow.
