THE FATHER SAID UNTO THE SON
ACTS 2:34-35


“The LORD said unto my Lord, Sit thou on my right hand, until I make thy foes thy footstool.”  This passage is first written in Psalms 110:1.  Again it is found in Hebrews 1:13.  Let us take a moment and examine what these verses tell us.


God has placed His Son in the greatest position of authority.  “Sit thou on my right hand.”  Our resurrected savior, Jesus Christ, has risen from the grave and ascended unto the Father and is now positioned in a place that none other could ever rise to.  His authority can never be outvoted or overthrown.  Reading in Kings and Chronicles we have seen where kings were killed, replaced and overthrown but that will never happen with Our Lord Jesus Christ because God the Father has positioned His Son at his right hand.  He cannot be reached with hatred, malice or spite yet he can easily be touched by our tears, pains and petitions.


From his position he sees all, hears all and certainly knows all.  He also is in control of all things, “until I make thy foes thy footstool.”  We face many adversaries here on earth but they are all under the all seeing eye of he who sits at the right hand of the Father.  Our adversaries may be on a large national and political scale, maybe on worldwide platform such as Hitler or Bin-Laden.  Our foes are often more personal and used by Satan to be stumbling blocks in our faith.  Whether large or small, foreign or domestic, worldwide or personal, God is in the process of making them the footstool of His Son.  Neither man nor nation can ever stand to the authority of Our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.

Christ position also places him as our adversary to the Father.  He brings our needs to the Father.  We are brought into the presence of God by His Son.  He speaks to the Father for us.  When we fail to pray we are cheating ourselves of all heaven has to offer, for Christ is always in position to intercede for us.  He sits at the Father’s right hand for our benefit.  Christ constantly awaits our petition, always ready to put our prayers in words that are acceptable unto God.  He then returns God’s words to us in a language we can understand.


Aren’t you glad that God said unto His Son “Sit thou on my right hand, until I make thy foes thy footstool?”
