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“…the Lord is a God of judgment…”
Isaiah 30:18

The Scriptures reveal that the Lord is a God of Judgment. Humanity (past-present-future) can be separated into three groups: Jew, Gentile, and the Church of God (1 Cor.10:32). Therefore, each group will be subjected to judgments that differ as to PLACE, TIME and PURPOSE. This study concerns itself with the Threefold Judgment of the believer.

1) Judgment as a Sinner  (PAST)

[bookmark: _GoBack]-this judgment must come first in order to bring a man
into a right relationship with a Holy God
-no man is a SON or SERVANT until this
judgment has been executed this judgment HAS
been executed on Calvary when Christ died not only
 FOR us but he died AS us (as a sinner)
-Isaiah 53:6 ~ Ephesians 2:4-5 ~ Titus 3:7
2 Cor. 5:21 (all verses written in the past tense)
-Rom. 8:1 **a past judgment now secures 
the believers present justification** 
-this is ‘once for all’ never to be repeated (Heb.9:28) 
-no born-again believer will ever stand before God in judgment as a Sinner…	

2) Judgment as a Son  (PRESENT)
	-once justified, the believer NOW takes his or her 
	place among the Sons of God (1 John 3:2)
	-as the sons of God live the Christian life they are
	to bring glory to their FATHER (not their Judge)
	Matthew 5:16 ~ 2 Cor. 1:2
           “When ye pray, say, our Father” (Luke 11:2)
	-as a Faithful Father, the Lord will chastise His sons
	when they fail to heed His Word (Heb. 12:6-7)
	-these Chastisements of God are actually His 
	JUDGMENTS on His sons! These judgments are
	not to PUNISH but to PURIFY (Psalm 119:71)
3) Judgment as a Servant  (FUTURE)
-not only are we ‘sons’ of God in this world, we are
also ‘servants’ of God (Rom. 6:22; Rev. 19:5)
-only duty of servants is to OBEY the master
-we have the Master’s Will in His WORD
-one word could characterize the basis of this
judgment…WORK (‘son’ deals with childhood &
‘servant’ deals with servant hood)
*THIS IS A FUTURE JUDGMENT- 1 Cor. 3:11-15*
How do we know?
	-no worker receives wages until work is finished
because it is impossible to reward (asses/inspect)
the laborer until his labor is finished
-a servants ‘work’ goes on when the servant is gone
(Andrew Peter…) therefore, no servant is 
judged until all the Church is in Heaven!
