We are not always the best at remem-
bering to document our travels with pic-
tures! Nonetheless, we have been on the 
road sharing the testimony of what God 
is doing through The Voice in the Wilder-
ness.  What a blessing for our family to 
sing together, give reports, and fellow-
ship face-to-face with many of you who pray, give, and support 
this mission work. Thank you for praying for our safety! On one 
recent trip we past by five major collisions. May we never take 

for granted the timely leadership and protection of the Lord. 

The Book of Revelation study 
has been translated into Hindi 
- Amen! Funds are needed for 
printing and distribution in India. 

We picked up the last truck load of 
printed Cherokee/English parallel John 
booklets. Stores, business and other 
public locations are enthusiastically re-
ceiving display stands filled with John 
booklets. Pray as these gospel seeds 
are planted. Perhaps you would like 
to be a part of this witness! To place a 
display filled with free Cherokee John 
booklets at a public location costs The 
Voice about $7. We are excited to pro-
vide as many of these as possible in 
the area. 

Thanks to a faithful supporter, Missionary Sophie 
Muller’s book, is now being readied for reprinting. It 
truly is a book of miracles. One young “White wom-
an” surviving the jungle to reach thousands for Christ. 
Side Note: Just recently we made a connection with 

some who followed in the footsteps of Sophie and continued 
the witness in the jungles. Those that have read The Voice in 
the Wilderness, know that we were given stewardship of four 
Bible translations that Sophie completed. In her book, that we 
are currently reprinting, Sophie mentions the missionaries who 
lived on the border of the jungle and used their mimeograph 
to produce copies of her translations for the Indians. Their son 
later also became a lifetime jungle missionary, surviving a FARC 
kidnapping. Sadly, he and his wife died one day apart from each 
other in 2021, but praise the Lord, the witness in the jungle 
still continues today as we have seen first-hand on our recent     

Mission to Colombia.  
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Book your tour! Your flight is leaving for Abu Dhabi. Opening its 
doors on March 1, 2023, it is waiting for you. Enter the mosque 
and the Grand Imam will usher you off to the place of worship.
