Bring in the new! Did you make any New Year’s resolutions?
How about a dedication to virtues and motivation? Sometimes
we need to kick out the old-- old habits and ways that are con-
trary to God’s Word and bring in virtues and motives that are in
line with biblical teaching. An example: Lying. The devil is a liar
and the father of it. Jesus is the Way, the Truth and the Life. Tell
your neighbor the truth in love. That means it is absolutely critical
that we have God'’s truth. If raising money, building fine buildings,
or gaining access to their inner circle is our motivation, then we
will hold on to our anger. Anger. If your motive is personal gain
and very self-oriented, watch out! Pride, motivation for recogni-
tion many times opens the door for modern Bible version accep-
tance, compromised teaching, lower standards, or worldly mu-
sic. You might even find yourself offended by those who hold to
the King James Bible and the very principles and people who still
stand where you once took a stand. You will find yourself angry
about the truth and seeking validation for those feelings.

This sinful anger instead of righteous indignation becomes your
compass. Yet God’s Word warns to “Be angry and sin not.” Ques-
tion: How do we be angry and not sin? Be angry at sin, not an-
gry at the truth. Here is where we have to kick out the old self
and the flesh. Put off concerning the former conversation-the old
man- which is corrupt according to the deceitful lust and, instead,
be renewed in the spirit of your mind. Put on the new man!

In the 1970s and early 80s, Biblical fundamentalism saw a sig-
nificant defection and some center it in Lynchburg, Virginia, with
Jerry Falwell. Whether “the move” began there or not, those who
were motivated to move away were called pseudo-fundamental-
ist, then embryonic new evangelicals, and today, have now arrived
as full-fledged new evangelicals. How about you? After scriptural
examination, perhaps you will see old things that have crept in
with this world that need to be kicked out. We must determine to
apply God’s Word anew daily in our soul, standing on God’s truth.

Tragically churches have capitulated to the RINOs- Righteous In
Name Only. Just as there are those in the political realm who, in
name run on a conservative platform yet vote against the family,
biblical marriage and life, there are those who walk the church
halls that have thrown in with the world.
