Mormonism believes in _many
“gods”: “Gods exist, and we had
better strive to be prepared to be
one of them.” (Discourses of Bringham
Young, p. 227, 1977 edition) Scripture
refutation: “For there is one God, and
one mediator between God and men,
the man Christ Jesus.”—I Tim. 2:5

Mormonism believes man be-
comes God: “God himself was once
as we are, and is now an exalted
man...” (Joseph Smith-History of the
Church, Vol. VI, p. 305;) “As man is, God
once was, as God is, man may be-
come.” (Articles of Faith, p. 430) Scrip-
ture refutation: “I am the Lord and
there is none else, there is no God
beside me: | girded thee, though
thou has not known me.” —Isa. 45:5.

Mormonism believes God is not
omnipresent: “Some would have us
believe God is present everywhere.
It is not so.” (Bringham Young, Jour-
nal of Discourses, Vol.6, p.345) Scrip-
ture refutation: “The eyes of the
Lord are in everyplace, beholding
the evil and the good.”—Prov. 15:3.

Mormonism believes God the Fa-
ther has a body: “The Father has a
body of flesh and bones as tangible
as man’s...” (Doctrines and Cove-
nants, 130:22) Scripture refutation:

“God is a Spirit: and they that wor-
ship him must worship him in spirit
and in truth.”—John 4:24.
Mormonism believes that Jesus
was not conceived by the Holy Spir-
it: “When the Virgin Mary conceived
the child Jesus, the Father had be-
gotten in his own likeness. He was
not begotten by the Holy Ghost...
now remember from this time forth
and for ever, that Jesus Christ was
not begotten by the Holy Ghost.”
(Bringham Young, Journal of Discours-
es, Vol. 1, p. 50) Scripture refutation:
“But while he thought on these
things behold, the angel of the Lord
appeared unto him in a dream, say-
ing, Joseph, thou son of David, fear
not to take unto thee Mary thy wife:
for that which is conceived in her is
of the Holy Ghost.”—Matt. 1:20.
Mormonism denies that Christ’s
blood atoned for sin: “There is not
a man or woman, who violated cov-
enants made with their God, that
will not be required to pay their
debt. The blood of Christ will never
wipe that out. Your own blood must
atone for it.” (Journal of Discourses, Vol.
Il p. 247) Scripture refutation: “Much
more then, being now justified by
his blood, we shall be saved from
wrath through him.”—Rom. 5:9.

And there are MANY more hereti-
cal Mormon doctrines-the above is
just a small sample of the unscrip-
tural teachings of the LDS.

Is Mormonism a “cult”? The
above statements make that abun-
dantly clear!
