He�s
not going anywhere.� But then I
realized what you were singing. It
was the same hymn my mother used
to sing at my bedside when I was a
child. And it�s the same hymn you
sang tonight! I tried, but that night
during the Civil War, I  was

powerless to shoot you.�

Ira David Sankey�s life was spared
and a one time enemy gained
eternal life. Mr. Sankey was now
able to point the man to Christ.

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MY JEWISH FRIEND
Have you ever known a Jewish

person? In my case, I once worked for
two Jewish brothers. Actually, there
were three Jewish brothers in business
together, and I had direct contact with
two of them � one of the brothers being
my boss. Is that confusing? Well, the
answer to my opening question for me
personally is, yes.

I will never forget when Mr. Jake
asked me if I would be interested in
management. Mr. Jake knew I was a
Christian and a preacher at that. Not to
pat myself on the back, but Mr. Jake
also knew I was a good worker. My
church was not able to pay a livable
salary so I worked outside the church
several days per week to put food on
the table and keep the bill collectors
away.

Now, if you have never had the
fascinating experience of standing
between two Jewish business men
while they discussed an issue of
disagreement, well, it may be
extremely difficult for you to capture
the imagery. Mr. Jake took me over to
see his brother Morris. Jake told Morris
about the management idea. Quite
frankly, Mr. Morris threw a thought in
the mix that I had not considered.
Morris says to Jake, �Ronnie is a
preacher, so should we (Morris and
Jake) be offering him a position in
management? Would that not take him
away from what God has called him to
do?�

Morris had a valid point.
Management would mean more
money, which my wife and I needed.

But it would also mean more hours and
responsibility. To make a long story
short, I did not accept the offer and not
long afterward was able to go full time
at my church. Yet, I will never forget
that discussion with my two Jewish
bosses.

Mr. Jake told me on several
occasions how he began to make some
significant money. Back during the
depression and subsequent lean years
his friends would meet for coffee and
conversation everyday at the corner
soda fountain. While friends wasted
hours talking about the times, Mr. Jake
would drive around town and the
countryside buying a small piece of
land here and there. Over the years, he
accrued a small fortune. By the time I
met these Jewish brothers they were
millionaires. It�s amazing, but I�ve seen
this millionaire haggle with a customer
over a $10 pair of shoes. Well, I
suppose attention to $10 added up to a
lot of money. The sad part of the story
is to my knowledge these Jewish
brothers gained a lot of this world but
never became truly rich. They were
Jewish but not true children of
Abraham.

Let me ask you another question?
Are all Jews Israelites and are all
Israelites Jews? Let�s put it this way:
Can you explain the difference between
a Hebrew, Israelite and a Jew?
Newspapers, magazines and media
reports are constantly covering stories
of the Middle East, Israel and the
Jewish/Arab conflict. What meaneth
this?  (See the following - Israel &
India).

ISRAEL AND INDIA
�On the trade front comes an
interesting relationship between
Israel and India. According to the
Indian embassy in Tel Aviv,
bilateral trade reached $1.3 billion
in 2002 and $750 million in the
first half of 2003. The overall figure
could nearly double if the two
countries conclude a deal for
India�s $1 billion purchase of the
Phalcon Airborne Warning and
Control System (AWACS).

�The IAF is also seeking to buy
Israeli surface-to-air missiles.
Reports that Israel was proposing
to sell to India the Arrow anti-
missile system were dismissed
after Washington made it clear to
Tel Aviv that this would not be
allowed.

�Israel is asking New Delhi to
change its traditional pro-
Palestinian, pro-Arab voting
pattern at the United Nations.

�Israel has become the world�s
third largest weapon exporter. No
doubt, Israel can contribute to
India�s advantage not only with
weapons of war, but also with
sophisticated medical systems.
India could also take advantage of
Israel�s technology on agriculture,
which is second to none. However,
from a biblical perspective, India,
too, will befriend Israel only in
isolated events and for political

turn against Israel and stand united
with the rest of the nations of the
world.

PERSPECTIVE ON MID-EAST/
ISRAEL POLICY � We are in the
late stage of the awesome fulfillment of
Bible prophecy, behind which lies the
omnipotent hand of God himself: �I will
make Jerusalem a cup of trembling unto
all the people round about, when they shall
be in the siege both against Judah and
against Jerusalem�� (Zechariah 12:2, 3).

President Bush wants a �democratic,
viable� Palestinian state living in peace
with Israel, but no democracy exists, or
can exist, in a Muslim society. Bush is
trying to create democracy in Afghanistan
and Iraq. If that could happen, it would
shake the entire Muslim world. Islam
cannot survive in Freedom. Muslims hold
80 percent of the world�s political
prisoners.

America�s precipitous withdrawal
from Lebanon 20 years ago, fleeing from
known Syrian/Iranian-sponsored
terrorists instead of pursing them,
encouraged the terrorism rampant today
worldwide.

CHURCH�S WEDNESDAY
SERVICE � Wednesday Night Live
(WNL) with Pastor Rodney is �hosted�
by Rodney McKinley, associate pastor at
Abundant Life Ministries. �If we�re
honest, most Wednesday night church
services need a shot in the arm,�
McKinley, 37, said. �I call this sermon
with a twist.� Instead of three points and
a prayer, McKinley opens WNL at 7 p.m.
with a monologue and some lighthearted
banter with his co-host, followed by a Top
Ten List with some religious connection
(for example, Reasons Why God Made
Eve). They then welcome the guests;
costumed characters straight out of the
Bible.  �The Bible may never look the
same again.� The Tampa Tribune
observed. WNL � which started as a four-
week experiment in June � is a big hit,
tripling attendance from 50 parishioners
to about 150, and about 35 people have
received Jesus and rededicated their lives
to Christ. �No matter how much fun we
have, Jesus is still the center of the show.
We never end it without giving someone
the opportunity to receive Christ, �
McKinley said. [Beware � the end does
not justify the means!]
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CITIZENSHIP AND THE
LAWS OF AMERICA -  Mark
Hyman of News Central.TV/The Point
states it this way: �A �temporary worker
program� for �undocumented men and
women.� The fact remains that this is a
plan that rewards the estimated 8-11
million illegal aliens who broke the law
in entering this country. And it gives
an advantage to illegal aliens over those
who�ve followed the law and are
awaiting approval to enter the
U.S�According to the Federation for
American Immigration Reform, 45
million immigrants will enter the
country in the next decade. President
Bush said, �America is a welcoming
country, but citizenship must not be the
automatic reward for violating the laws
of America.� But that�s just what his
plan does.

THE BORDERS - VIRTUALLY
NO ENFORCEMENT. T h e
following are some excerpts from an
interview between Tom Fitton,
President of Judicial Watch and Rick
Oltman, Western Field Director for The
Federation for American Immigration
Reform: �Elected officials continue to
ignore the will of the voter concerning
illegal aliens. Our borders are out of
control. There have been estimates
about the numbers of illegal aliens in
the country for years and now the
number has gone up to 10 million�
[Some estimates are much higher.
Where is the breaking point? But
criticism still comes � Mexican

officials have complained that the Bush
administration has used post-Sept. 11
security concerns as an excuse to better
protect, rather than allow freer
movement over the U.S.-Mexican
border.]�  What we are experiencing
is a vertically integrated failure on the
government�s part � a failure to rein in
legal immigration, which brings in over
a million people a year legally into this
country, far more than what we need
for any good reason.

This is about a failure at the border
to prevent, not just illegal aliens,
but criminals and drug traffickers
and potential terrorist from
coming in across the border.

This is about the failure of law
enforcement. We have virtually no
interior enforcement going on right
now which is why so many illegal
aliens are employed in so many
different businesses in the country.

�The attack from the other side is
that we conservatives are racists when
it comes to this issue. [By the way, I
personally heard this week that the term
�illegal immigrants� has become a
racial slur. We should now say,
�undocumented men and women.�]
However, Americans are the most
generous people in the world. We give
all the time. We are almost at 300
million people in the country now. By
the year 2050, at this rate, we�re going
to be close to half a billion people in
the country. And where is this half a
billion people going to live? They are
going to live where people are living
now, which means that cities will be
bursting with people, resources will be

short, and government services are
going to have to increase to deal with
it. This is the kind of legacy we want
to leave for our children just so that
business can continue to take advantage
of cheap foreign labor?

�Ten years ago, it was pretty much
confined to California, Arizona, Texas,
Florida, New York, Illinois and the
Chicago area. But about the mid-1990s,
as the economy continued to expand,
businesses learned that there was
virtually no interior enforcement going
on in the country. Even though it is
against the law for businesses to hire
illegal aliens, there is virtually no
enforcement.

�WWW.FAIRUS.ORG noted The
Center for Immigration Studies
estimated in 1995 that immigration
costs the American taxpayer a net $29
billion a years - more than the
combined budgets of the Departments
of State, Justice and Interior.

These costs include both programs
targeted toward immigrants, as well as
the increased costs of education, health
care, and welfare programs that are
used by immigrants. According to the
bureau of Justice Statistics, 29 percent
of the inmates in federal prisons are
aliens. In a study comparing high
immigration cities to low immigration
cities, the high immigration cities were
found to have twice as much violent
crime as low immigration cities. The
current rate of immigration has jumped
significantly over the historically high
1990s level, according to U.S. Census
Bureau estimates. Immigrants are
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estimated to be pouring into the country
at a rate that increases the population
by about 1.4 million each year.�

coming across the border was 110,000.
Now that number is more than one
million annually. Data for recent years
indicate that most of the apprehensions
by the Border Patrol are along the U.S.-

Peddlers of the
technology have gained an even greater
foothold in South Korea, a cell-phone-
obsessed society in which wireless
providers are competing for market
share with hot technology. The leader,
SK Telecom, has already sold 370,000
enabled handsets and should have
reader technology installed at 400,000
stores soon. �M-finance is still in its
infancy,� say Natasha Tan, research
manager at consulting firm IDC in
Singapore. �But turning cell phones
into electronic wallets is here to stay.�

EUROPEAN BAR CODES: In
1999, the Postal Service established the
first barcode discount for mailed
parcels, rewarding package shippers for
helping in the shift to automated
processing of parcels, and in the
process improving service consistency
and postal efficiency. A year later, it set
a four-year transition period for
customers to convert to one standard
barcode symbology. However, many of
you that are now familiar with barcodes
might be surprised to know that the
universal barcode has been issued from
the European Uniform Code Council.
One by one, countries are following in
line and marching toward the new
World Order of Rome.

IN BRITAIN, ARE YOU A FIRST
OR SECOND CLASS CONSUMER?
A study has revealed that more than 500
call centers in Britain have installed
sophisticated technology that
automatically �recognizes� consumers
when they call and diverts their inquiry
to specially trained workers authorized
to give better deals to wealthier clients.
Poorer customers are made to wait in
queues and may have their calls
answered by automated computer
systems. Banks assign a �lifetime�
value to each, which is based on their
social class, education and income.

JOBS HEADED OVERSEAS �
Two stories recently in the Asheville
Citizen Times stated the following:
�Ambergris Solutions is a company
among 45 Filipino and foreign players
in the Philippines� booming call center
business, which has generated 30,000
jobs in just five years. From �almost
unexplored territory� five years ago, the
industry projects on employing

100,000 Filipinos by 2005. Meanwhile,
the United States has lost 250,000 call
center jobs to India and the Philippines
since 2001. Forrester Research
estimated last year that 3.3 million
service industry jobs, including call
centers, and $136 billion in wages, will
move to countries like India, Russia,
China and the Philippines. The
Philippines�s chief competitor in
attracting call-center business is India,
but the government and industry
leaders say the Philippines has some
advantages: a cultural affinity with the
United States, its former colonial
master, and its relatively cheap labor
and modern telecommunication
infrastructure. Another difference is
that Filipinos speak Americanized
English as a second language, �while
the Indians may speak the Queen�s
English.� [So the next time you call a
business to check on your account or a
credit card company to check on your
statement, you might want to ask where
that person is located that you are
talking to. Could be interesting!] Also
in a related matter, here�s a note
concerning employment or should I say
unemployment in just one state.
Western North Carolina has relied over
the years on manufacturing jobs for
much of its employment. However, due
to what is termed �foreign
competition� many plants have closed,
creating jobs lost. The ACT reported
in January 2004 that more than 4,400
jobs have been lost in Western North
Carolina since January 2003.

Not until the seventh century A.D.,
through the Islamic invasions, did
Arabs come in any significant numbers
into the land of Israel, which, in A.D.
135, the Romans had angrily renamed
Syria-Palestina, after Israel�s chief
enemy, the Philistines.

�The so-called Palestinians of
today are Arabs whose ancestors came

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Several subscribers have written asking what to do
if their church has taken serious departure from the
scripture. Apparently, no other church in their area
offers an improvement. The time has come, and
they can no longer tolerate the persistent
compromise.

Last month I printed the article, �Some Churches
I Have Known.� Terry and I have been blessed
through the years to be part of some biblically
strong, separated, soul-winning churches. Yet, I
know from my travels many do not have the blessing
of a solid local church in their town or even county.
Without making a doctrinal statement or conducting
a Bible study, which we often do in this publication,
please permit me to give some very simple
suggestions. Assuming a �good� church does not
exist in your area:

1. Consider starting a church.  There are local
church ministries across this country looking for
opportunities to establish new works. Contact a
pastor you have confidence in and ask him if he
knows of a church planter that would like to pioneer
a work in your location. Are you willing to sacrifice

financially, win souls personally and do what it takes
to see a solid ministry established? It will take
earnest prayer, sacrificial time, generous giving,
unwavering faith, commitment to the Book, and a
lot of hard work. Often folk want their church to be
what it ought to be, but they don�t want to be what
they ought to be.

2. Are you willing to move in order to join a
local church that is true to God�s Word? I
personally know numerous individuals who have
relocated to be part of a church ministry the Lord
had raised up, or perhaps you may even help
pioneer a new church. Is being part of such a local
church a conviction of your heart? If so, a move
may be in the order.

3. Finally, have you respectfully, prayerfully sat
down with your former pastor and discussed
your scriptural concerns, not personal
peculiarities. We all have our �drothers� but does
that constitute Bible? Resolution and reconciliation
may yet be possible. Regardless the choice,
commitment and sacrifice will be required.
