I just finished up with my doctor visit this week and I found something out that to me was extraordinary. I wasn't prepared to find this out yet there I was lost in thought waiting on Holy Spirit guidance on how best to utilize this situation for the benefit of others.

 

Let me begin by asking you something strange. What would you do if you had only one week to live?

 

Would you go away somewhere? Would you go straight home?

Would you be angry? Sad? Hopeful? Afraid?

Would you do some last minute sinning, or some last minute repenting?

Would you tell others and hope for some comfort from them?

 

How would you spend those final hours?

 

I find in my bible that when Jesus knew that His hour was come that He should depart out of this world unto the Father, He chose to show His disciples the full extent of His love.

 

When Jesus had one week to live here on earth you know what He decided was best to do? He loved them to the end.

He chose to wash His disciples feet!!

 

He did the work of a common slave, ministering to those who were closest to Him.

In John 14, He comforted them.

In John 15, He encouraged them to emulate Him

In John 16, He gave them the promise of the Holy Spirit

In John 17, He prayed for them in a manner that we would be wise to duplicate.
