Opportunity

The objective in building a private school is to obey the spiritual imperatives of Deuteronomy 6:5,7

“…love the Lord thy God with all thy soul, and with all thy might. And these words, which I commanded thee this day, shall be in thine heart: And thou shalt teach them diligently unto thy children…”

And of Proverbs 22:6 to train up a child in THE way he SHOULD go. Teaching is training. Training for life must include training for eternity.

A Christian School is an extension of the Christian home in training young people in a Christian environment for time and eternity. The school staff works closely with parents to train the whole child.

Attendance at Victory Christian School is a PRIVILEGE and not a right.

The goal of VCS is not to reform, but to train Christian youth of every ability in the highest principles of leadership, self-discipline, individual responsibility, personal integrity, and good citizenship.

Victory Christian School stands without apology for the old time Gospel and the highest standards of morality and Christian behavior.
Church Affiliation

Students and parents are expected to belong to and regularly attend a Bible believing church. Failure to do so may prohibit attendance to Victory Christian School.

Statement of Faith

We believe in:
1. The inspiration of the Bible, equally in all parts and without error. We use the King James Bible exclusively.
2. The one God (eternally existent Father, Son, and Holy Spirit) Who crested man by a direct immediate act.

3. The pre-existence, incarnation, virgin birth, sinless life, miracles, substitutionary death, bodily resurrection, ascension to heaven, and the second coming of the Lord Jesus Christ.

4. The fall of man, the need of regeneration by the operation of the Holy Spirit on the basis of grace alone, and the resurrection of all to life or damnation.

5. The spiritual relationship of all believers in the Lord Jesus Christ, living a life of righteous works, separated from the world, and witnessing of His saving grace through the ministry of the Holy Spirit.
Standard of Conduct

Students of this school are expected to refrain from talking about or engaging in cheating, swearing, smoking, gambling, rock music, dancing, drinking alcoholic beverages, and using narcotics. Students who participate in such activities are subject to expulsion. Students are expected to act in an orderly and respectful manner, maintaining Christian standards of courtesy, cheerfulness, kindness, language, morality and honesty. Students must agree to strive toward unquestionable character in dress, conduct and attitude.

Victory Christian School reserves the right to test students for drugs or alcohol abuse.

Any student observing questionable activities or overhearing conversations which are contrary to the policies of Victory should immediately discuss the matter with a teacher. This is not tattling. It has been said, “All it takes for evil to triumph is for good men to do nothing”.

Accreditation 

Accreditation of a private school is not necessary for a graduate of that school to enroll in a college or university. Registrars of such institutions are interested in the academic merits of an individual, not the name of their school of graduation. Thus, they evaluate each applicant’s academic aptitude through national standardized tests. Victory Christian School does not seek accreditation by any outside educational institution, but does endeavor to provide the highest possible academic program.
Christian Americanism

Christian Americanism places emphasis upon the greatness of America’s heritage and the sacrifices of her heroes. America’s Constitution guarantees liberties to educate in order to preserve freedom. We unashamedly teach Biblical doctrines of self discipline, respect for those in authority, obedience to law, and love for God, flag and country.
Plain Talk

As you enter a new school, you are starting with a clean slate. Every day that you live you are making a record. This record will follow you whether you continue your education or enter the work force. The record will be based on the kind of work you do, how you behave, and the kind of person that you are. Common sense and obeying rules will help you make a good conduct record. Careful attention to your academic studies and completing assignments will help you succeed academically. You are the one who will decide what kind of record you will make. Face your problems and make the kind of decisions that will aid you in making a good record. Everyone is ready to help you, you must be ready to accept help.
Attendance
A written excuse signed by parent or guardian must be presented to the teacher when a student returns to school after being absent. If absence is foreseeable, a note should be sent in advance. Doctor, dental, music and other appointments are to scheduled after school hours.

Absence for reasons other than sickness and emergency will be excused only if arrangements are made in advance with the teacher and the student is sufficiently advanced in his/her work.

Excessive absences will inhibit the students progress. If, in the opinion of the administration, the absences are unnecessary, the student will be considered truant.

If a student in the course of the school year is absent more than twenty (20) days, student will repeat grade presently enrolled.

Parent: it is your responsibility to make sure that your child is in school every day.

School starts at 8:30 and students must be prompt in their attendance.

Dress Code

Boys: Uniforms MUST be purchased from Rose Uniform Company. Boys uniform consists of navy pants, white polo shirt or Khaki pants, navy polo shirt with school logo, belt, socks, tennis or casual shoes.

Chapel dress code will consist of uniform pants, white dress shirt, neck tie ( purchased from Rose Uniform Company) and dress or casual shoes. No tennis shoes!

Hair must be cut neat, off the ears, out of the eyes and off the collar. Boys must maintain clean shave. No beard or mustache allowed.

NO body piercing allowed!
Girls: Uniforms MUST be purchased from Rose Uniform Company. Girls uniform in Kindergarten- fifth grade will consist of navy/khaki jumper, white/navy shirt, socks, and tennis or casual shoes.

Girls uniform 6th – 12th grades will consist of navy/khaki skirt, white/navy polo shirt with school logo, socks, and tennis or casual shoes.

Girls should at least order one (1) pair of culottes from Rose Uniform. You may wear a white polo shirt with school logo or plain white t-shirt. Culottes may be worn for P.E. or whenever allowed by VCS. Girls uniform is the same for chapel except for the shoes. Dress or casual shoes must be worn for chapel. NO tennis shoes!
Hair styles must not be extreme, or with excessive color.

Girls may have pierced ears, however not excessive.

The School Phone

The students will only be allowed to use the school phone only in cases of emergency or sickness.

Student will give number to teacher or secretary and they will place the call for them.

Parents, if you need to give your child a message it must be done through the school office. Students will not be allowed to be called from class to answer the phone. Only in case of emergency (death or accident).

Classrooms

Parents, you are the overseers of your children. It is therefore your responsibility to enforce and follow through in seeing that the guidelines, dress codes, and standards of Victory Christian School are being met by your child/children. Be observant before you send them to school. Make sure that the dress code and other personal standards are met before they leave home. Make sure they have their school books and pencil in hand before leaving home.

If you need to see a teacher, please call and make the necessary appointments. Disturbances caused by free access to the classroom hinders the academic progress. Please be considerate of each teachers time, they have a busy schedule to meet every day.

Suspension & Expulsion

Victory Christian School reserves the right to suspend or expel any student that is not making progress academically or is a discipline problem.

Things that will not be tolerated are as follows: continued deliberate disobedience; a rebellious spirit which is unchanged after extended effort by the teacher and principal; a continued negative attitude and bad influence upon other students; a serious breach of conduct INSIDE or OUTSIDE the school which has an adverse effect upon the testimony of Victory Christian School. General Comments For Parents & Students

1. Griping: griping is not tolerated.
2. Property: marked on, defaced or broken is to be replaced at offending students expense.

3. Contraband: guns, matches, lighters, knives, ipods, cell phones are not permitted. Possession of a gun or knife will result in student being expelled.

4. Language: use only words that glorify the Lord.

5. Six Inch Rule: all students are to keep their hands off other students.

6. Lunch Room: eat only in assigned areas. Put trash in waste basket, keep lunch room clean, keep it quiet.

7. Off Limits: classroom without teacher permission, other students book bags, automobiles and parking lot.

8. Books & Magazines: students are not to bring any type of books other than those used for school, and no magazines.

9. Transportation: cars should be locked. Students must stay out of and off vehicles upon arrival to school until departure. Only licensed drivers are permitted to drive to school.

10. Finances: academic records will not be forwarded to another school until account at VCS is paid in full.

Valuables 

Students are urged to leave valuables at home. If necessary to bring valuables to school, care should be taken not to leave it unprotected. Please bring only the money that you will use during the day. Victory cannot assume responsibility for valuables which are lost.

Leaving School Grounds

Once a student has left school grounds they are not allowed back unless they first come to the office and obtain permission. If a student is permitted to return, student must maintain dress code. Failure to abide by these rules will result in suspension. If a students is suspended they are not allowed back on school property until suspension is completed. 
Students may return to school during ball games that are held at Victory Christian School.

Report Cards

Report cards are sent home four (4) times per year, every nine (9) weeks. Your child’s teacher may also send home progress reports to update you on your child’s progress.
